Responsibilities

The successful candidate will be expected to develop an internationally competitive research
program, attract external funding, teach courses in one or more delivery modes, teach
undergraduate courses in quantitative methods and in one other major subject area (e.g.,
social/personality, developmental, brain and cognitive sciences, abnormal psychology), teach
graduate courses in quantitative methods, supervise graduate and undergraduate research, and
contribute to departmental and wider university service. These duties are normally allocated as
40% research, 40% teaching, and 20% service.

Qualifications

Candidates must have a Ph.D. or equivalent degree in Psychology completed at the start date of
the appointment. Preference will be given to candidates with:

e Demonstrated evidence of successful teaching, and/or potential for teaching excellence;

e Demonstrated evidence of research excellence in quantitative methods in psychology or
a related field through a track record of peer-reviewed publications, presentations at
national and international conferences, and potential to attract external grant funding;

e Ability to teach univariate and multivariate data analysis, research methods and design
in psychological research, data science, etc.;

e Expertise that enhances the intellectual and methodological diversity of the
Quantitative program area. Preference will be given (but not limited) to topics such as
latent variable modelling, large-scale or big data analysis, data science or mining, neural
networks, computerized testing, growth-curve longitudinal modelling, Bayesian analysis,
mixed-methods design, and/or item response theory.

Successful candidates close to completion of their doctoral degree may be appointed to a term
position at the rank of Lecturer until successful completion of their degree, at which time they
will begin their probationary appointment as an Assistant Professor.
